FOUNDER

Saint Bruno of Cologne studied at the Cathedral school in Rheims, France. In
1056, he became a professor of theology. Bruno then chose to become a
hermit, and with six companions, they were assigned a place for their
hermitages in a desolate, mountainous area in 1084. They built an oratory and
individual cells and thus began the Carthusian Order. They roughly followed
the rule of St. Benedict, embracing a life of poverty, manual work, prayer, and
transcribing manuscripts. Saint Bruno was never formally canonized because
of the Carthusians' aversion to public honors. However, Pope Leo X granted
the Carthusians permission to celebrate his feast day on October 6th in 1514.
